The People of Santa Monica approved a Charter Amendment (also
known as “The Oaks Initiative”) at the November 7, 2000, election.
If you are elected to office, as a result of this Charter Amendment,
you may be prohibited in the future from accepting contributions
from persons or entities receiving public benefits as a result of your
affirmative vote as a Councilmember.  The Santa Monica City
Charter Article XXII may be viewed at the following website:
