INTRODUCTION

The overall goal of the community planning and development programs included in the
Consolidated Plan is to develop viable communities by providing decent housing and a

suitable living environment and expanding economic opportunities principally for low- and

moderate-i ncome persons. The City of Santa Monic
June2 005, addresses these goals gi vamunityhe Ci t
development needs and the limited resources it has available to address these needs.

The Consolidated Pl an sets forth the Cityo:
benchmarks for measuring progress over a five-year period (FY 2005-10).

This Consolidated Annual Performance and Evaluation Report for the 2008 Program Year
provides the status of actions taken during
strategy, and a self-evaluation of progress made during the past year in addressing

identified priority needs and objectives.

The Ci t-ydasConsolidatd Plan describes the general priorities for assisting
households, strategies and activities to assist those households in need, and specific
objectives identifying proposed accomplishments.

The City will assist in acquiring and rehabilitating properties for special needs
households such as homeless and at-risk individuals.

Program 1B-2: Residential Rehabilitation Program

This program provides financial assistance for a variety of repairs through two programs:
(1) the Multi-Family Rental Rehabilitation Program for owners of multifamily rental
properties occupied by low and moderate income tenants; and (2) the Owner-Occupied
Rehabilitation Program for low and moderate income owners.

Eligible repairs include such items as health and safety code violations, testing and
remediation of environmental hazards such as lead-based paint, unsafe or inoperable

electrical wiring or fixtures, unsanitary plumbing fixtures, leaking roofs, peeling
interior/exterior paint, accessibility improvements such as ramps, and other general
repairs.

1. Multi-Family Rental Rehabilitation Program: This program provides financial
assistance in the form of: (a) matching grants for property owners whose buildings are 51
percent occupied by low-income tenants; and (b) grants for testing and remediation of
specific hazards in units occupied by Section 8 households with children under six years.

2. Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Program: This program provides financial
assistance in the form of grants to: (a) elderly low and moderate income homeowners
(over 62 years old); (b) low income households with a disabled family member; and (c)
low and moderate income mobile home owner/occupants to make necessary minor and
moderate repairs to their homes.

Objective & Outcome: Sustainability for the purpose of providing decent affordable
housing (DH3)

Status: During FY 2008/09 the City provided minor and moderate rehabilitation
assistance to four low income owners of mobile homes at Mountain View
Mobile Home Park through the Residential Rehabilitation Program.

Program 1B-3: Mobile Home Improvement Program

The City supports mobile home park communities as an affordable housing alternative.
Because the city-owned Mountain View Mobile Home Park consists of older mobile home
units, financial assistance will be provided to low income owners wishing to substantially
rehabilitate or replace their units with new models that meet current standards.

Status:  During FY 2008/09, the City invested more than $5 million in non-federal funds
for infrastructure improvements at Mountain View Mobile Home Park; these
improvements were substantially completed. While the City had also intended
to use a small portion of HOME funds ($181,354) in FY 2007/08 for the
repositioning of 15 units in conjunction with these infrastructure improvements,
the funding was not spent due to programmatic barriers regarding the use of
HOME program funds.

The Plan was reviewed and updated by the Santa Monica City Council
on March 24, 2009. The Plan has prompted changes in the Action Plan as the
City seeks to refocus its resources on priority populations. The City will
continue to provide federal assistance for an emergency homeless shelter.
However, since an increasing proportion of shelter users are chronically
mentally ill homeless individuals, the shelter capacity has been reduced from
110 to 70 beds, allowing for more intensive services. In addition, some
individuals are staying longer. These two factors have resulted in a reduction
in the annual number of persons served annually in the shelter.

In addition, 24 FSS
families increased their household earned income.

These
include services for children, youth and families, legal, medical and other needed
community services for low and moderate income residents, the administration of a fair
housing program, services for seniors and people with disabilities, drug and alcohol
abuse services and domestic violence services.

Program 4A-2: Community, Park and Recreational Facilities Improvements

The City will look into providing CDBG funds to upgrade and improve existing buildings
and facilities to meet the park and recreation needs of the community, especially for
persons of lower and moderate income and those with special needs.

Non Entitlement Grant-Funded Public and Community Facility Improvements
While CDBG funds have not yet been committed to such improvements, the City opened
Airport Park, which includes 2 soccer fields, a playground and a dog park, and Euclid
Park, which includes a playground, in FY 2006/07, and opened the Annenberg
Community Beach House, a public beach club, in Spring 2009. The Beach House offers
recreational, cultural and educational opportunities to the public year round and has
enhanced Santa Monica beach as a destination for the community.

5. PRIORITY INFRASTRUCTURE IMPOVEMENTS

Priority 5A: Protect and enhance environmental and public health by reducing the
level of pollutants entering the storm drain system, and ultimately the
Santa Monica Bay

Priority 5B: Protect and enhance environmental and public health by reducing the
level of wastewater flows and replacing and relining aging sewer
lines.

Program 5C-1: Pedestrian Extension to the Downtown Transit Mall

The City will provide improvements that will enhance pedestrian linkages between the
downtown transit mall and other key downtown areas within a low/moderate income area,
encourage pedestrian circulation within the downtown area and improve the pedestrian
experience. CDBG funds will be used to install electrical upgrades, new crosswalks, curb
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extensions, curb cuts, landscaping, and irrigation on 8 street blocks along 2" and 4"
Streets between Wilshire Boulevard and Colorado Avenue.

Objective & Outcome: Sustainability for the purpose of creating a suitable living
environment (SL3)

Status: The 2nd & 4th Streets Pedestrian and Transit Improvement Project funded
with CDBG grant funds has been completed. The overall project included
replacing existing street light circuits and street light poles and fixtures,
removing unhealthy ficus trees and installing new Ginkgo trees with a new
irrigation system, installing a ficus tree lighting system, installing new ADA
ramps and mid-block crosswalk bump-outs and, repairing existing sidewalk
damage. The project limits are along both sides of 2nd and 4th Streets
between Colorado Avenue and Wilshire Boulevard.

Diversion Goals despite increases in population growth, and includes forty-nine separate

recycling diversion programs. Solid Waste has embarked on an ambitious program to

approach zero waste. These additions to current programs include restaurant food waste

collection for compost, commercial paper and cardboard recycling programs, and the
continuation of our construction and demolition recycling requirements to help the City

achieve its sustainable goals and keep recyclables from the landfill. The City met the

70% solid waste diversion goal set by the Sustainable City Plan.

6. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AND ANTI-POVERTY ACTIVITIES NEEDS

Priority 6A: Provide for job training and economic development activities to reduce
the number of persons in poverty

The City supports economic development programs with non-CDBG and HOME
resources. I n FY 2007/08, the City ygynempl et ed
Opportunities in Santa Monica. @he report included an inventory of available youth
employment services and programs; summarized models and best practices for service

delivery and outreach; reviewed local demographic data about youth who are employed,;

summarized feedback received from Santa Monica youth about their job preferences and

work experiences; synthesized data from City departments and representatives of youth

employment programs about challenges and opportunities; and presented a range of

possible options for enhancing youth employment opportunities in the City.

7. PLANNING AND ADMINISTRATION

Priority 7A: Provide for necessary planning activities to develop both housing and
community development plans to address anticipated needs.

Program 7A-1. CDBG and HOME Program Administration

The Human Services Division oversees the Community Development (CD) Program,
which provides more than $7.8 million in funding support to over 50 local human service,
employment and housing programs serving Santa Monica.

Santa Monica continually assesses its human services provider programs through grants
management, program evaluation, active participation in regional and local planning
activities and advocacy, and community surveying on social service issues and solutions.
During the past 4 years of the Consolidated Planning period, the City has undertaken
extensive evaluations of school-based mental health services, senior service needs and a
comprehensive evaluation of homeless service delivery in Santa Monica, including the
development of a Service Registry of its most chronic and vulnerable homeless. In
February, 2008 the City adopted a APl an for A
which made the reduction of street homelessness its highest priority. The Plan was
reviewed and updated by the Santa Monica City Council on March 24, 2009. The City is

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focusing its efforts on the priority populations defined in the Plan: the most chronic and
vulnerable of the homeless population living on the streets of Santa Monica; persons
whose last permanent address is in Santa Monica; and vulnerable members of Santa
Moni cads wor kforce. On an annual basi s, t h
supportive services, emergency shelter, and transitional and permanent supportive
housing beds to Santa Monicads priority homel

During Spring 2009, the City conducted a survey assessing the housing needs of the
community and particularly moderate and low income residents in order to develop a
program that will distribute federal stimulus Homeless Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing
Program (HPRP) grant funds most effectively. It is anticipated the program will begin in
Fall 2009.

The City has already engaged in activities that promote regional social service planning in
the area of homelessness. Among its planning initiatives is its work with the Department
of Veterans Affairs and the Westside Council of Governments to develop a proposed
concept plan for housing homeless veterans on the campus of the VA property in West
Los Angeles. The West LA VA recently selected a non-profit development and service
provision team to develop one vacant building on the campus for long-term therapeutic
housing for 601 70 homeless veterans. In addition, the City and service providers have
been working closely with VA staff to facilitate access to VA services for homeless
veterans in Santa Monica, including VASH vouchers.

AFFIRMATIVELY FURTHERING FAIR HOUSING

The City Attorneyods Office opeaeadmpliancawitlai r Hc
fair housing laws and to further fair housing goals. During the program year, the Housing

Division updated the Home Mortgage Disclosure Act data following its publication in

September 2008 and found no correlation between large minority population percentages

and high loan denialrates. The Ci tyds Housing Authority adh
accommodation procedure and tracks reasonable accommodation requests.

Santa Monica has and continues to promote affordable housing and prevent housing
discrimination. The City facilitates a broad range of housing opportunities through dozens

of programs and incentives for development of affordable and special needs housing
developments. Santa Monicaods Just Cause Eviawst i on a
among others, help to assure that tenants are not discriminated against by building

owners and that the number of Fair Housing cc
Office has steadily declined in the past five years, from about twelve per year to four.

During the FY 2008 Plan year, the Consumer Protection/Fair Housing Unit of the City
Attorneyobds Office spent a total of $4,300 in
housing activities for the City. Staff spends approximately one hundred (100) hours

annually on enforcement work and community outreach.

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AFFORDABLE HOUSING

During the program year, construction was completed on Step Up on Fifth, a federally-
funded 46-unit development for very low income mentally disabled persons.

In addition to federally-funded developments described earlier in this report, the City also
facilitated affordable housing developments using locally generated funds of
approximately $44 million. This funding provided for the acquisition of 6 existing
apartment properties totaling 66 units and acquisition of 3 sites for the future development
of affordable housing estimated to contain approximately 94 units.

Additionally, construction was completed on the 36-unit family project located at 2411-23
Centinela Avenue, while substantial progress was made on the construction of the 20-unit
senior development at 1458 14" Street .

The City continues to assist in the area of homeownership through the TORCA shared
appreciation loan program and affordable homeownership through the Affordable
Housing Production Program.

The Cityds Housing Authority provibSdewylow-ent al
income families through the Section 8 voucher program, the Shelter Plus Care program,

the HOME Tenant Based Rental Assistance (TBRA) program and the Serial Inebriate
Outreach Program (SIOP). The TBRA program targets the chronically homeless,

including those who are heavy users of City emergency services and who have been
homeless for a significant period of time. Participants receive intensive case management

services from community-based agencies both prior to receiving a HOME voucher and

after they lease an apartment. During the 2008/09 reporting period, the City of Santa

Monica Housing Authority assisted 33 households with HOME TBRA.

To help preserve its existing affordable rental stock, the City continues to fund CCSM in
maintaining 1,461 units in 83 permanent affordable housing developments, and the Rent
Control Board continues to oversee the application of the City Rent Control Law for
approximately 30,000 units.

Worst Case Needs

During the program year, the City has addressed worst case housing needs by assisting
very low and low income households who would otherwise be forced to pay more than
thirty percent (30%) of their gross income for housing. The City is working with local
nonprofit housing providers to meet established local priorities and goals of affordable
housing for the lowest income households including the mentally ill and homeless.

Fostering and Maintaining Affordable Housing

The City actively worked in partnership with affordable housing developers, primarily non-
profits to maintain and develop new affordable housing units. The City administers five
affordable housing trust funds, implements an Affordable Housing Production Program, a
Rent Control Charter Amendment and a Section 8 housing assistance program to

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preserve affordable housing opportunities throughout the City.

In addition to housing trust fund loans for low-income households, the City also has an

Affordable Housing Production Program to encourage private developers to help satisfy

the Cityods affordable housing requireaeents.
developers in the City have produced 156 units of affordable housing and the program

Affirmative Marketing

The City of Santa Monica, working with nonprofit affordable housing developers, has

been successful in implementing its Affirmative Fair Housing Marketing Plan. Recipients

of HOME funds through the Citydés Housing Di
practices when soliciting prospective renters for rental projects containing 5 or more
HOME-assisted units.

Affirmative marketing must consist of actions to provide information and otherwise attract
eligible persons in the housing area without regard to race, color, national origin, sex,
religion, familial status or disability. All public information must be advertised jurisdiction-
wide, advertised in media that reaches protected classes, written in multiple languages
and must display the equal opportunity logo. Recipients of HOME funds must maintain
records to verify and assess the results of the affirmative marketing efforts.

Outreach to Women and Minority Owned Businesses

The City of Santa Monica Housing Division requires the borrowers of HOME funds to
ensure the inclusion, to the maximum extent possible, of outreach to women and minority
owned businesses during the development and operation of HOME funded affordable
housing developments. The City, working with non-profit affordable housing developers,
has been successful in using minority and women owned business in the development
and operation of HOME-assisted projects.

CONTINUUM OF CARE

Homeless services funded by the City of Santa Monica are geared toward helping

homeless people transition from the streets to permanent housing and then keeping them
housed. The services have historically been
characterized by the following components: outreach, emergency services, intake and
assessment, emergency shelter, case management and supportive services, transitional

housing, permanent supportive housing and aftercare. In more recent years, the City has
alsopromoted Abest practiced approaches to end
First, the creation of a Service Registry, outreach and discharge planning in the City jail

for serial inebriates, working with hospitals to strengthen discharge planning, and the

Santa Monica Homeless Community Court. These strategies make up the elements of

Effectiveness of the Service Delivery System
In FY 2008/09 the City directly supported eight agencies that serve the homeless,
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including Chrysalis, the CLARE Foundation, New Directions, OPCC, St. Joseph Center,

Step Up on Second, Upward Bound House, and the Westside Food Bank. The eight

City-funded agencies provide twenty-one programs ranging from outreach to housing and

job retention for those who have stabilized w

self-sufficiency. Each agency is required to monitor the effectiveness of service delivery

by generating regular progress reports from a computerized case management system

and evaluating client outcomes. During FY 2008/09, the City developed a new integrated

Homeless Management Information System (HMIS) for real-time intake, assessment and

case management. This system was implemented in September, 2009. City-funded

programs will share this common computerized data base to track unduplicated

participants and their outcomes, as well as coordinate case management within the

system; and data from this system will regularly be integrated with the regional continuum

of carebdébs HMI'S with the L o @uthéitygGty stadf alddo me | e s
monitorst he del i very of servi ces -afficcencgthroughsites 6 pr o
visits and regular review of reports.

In FY 2008/09, these City-funded agencies provided a total of 2,979 homeless persons in
Santa Monica with support services such as case management, temporary housing,
addiction recovery, mental health services, and employment assistance. While the
supply of affordable housing on the Westside is limited, 406 (14%) homeless people
transitioned into permanent housing during the year. Nineteen percent (19%) of those
people seeking stabilization services received emergency or transitional housing.

Through the support of the homeless services network, there were 495 placements in
permanent or temporary employment and/or job training positions. This number
represents a significant achievement, as 77% of all homeless people in the Santa Monica
system experience one or more mental and physical disabilities and many are not able to
enter the job market.

As indicated in the table above, the City is effectively assisting homeless individuals in
returning to stable housing and income. A homeless count conducted on January 27,
2009 demonstrated the success of efforts to date. On that night, the City of Santa
Monica marshaled over 200 community volunteers to conduct a complete, direct count of
homeless persons living on the streets of Santa Monica. This count was conducted as
part of the HUD-required, biennial homeless count conducted by the Los Angeles

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Homeless Services Authority (LAHSA), which also included a shelter and institutional
census on the same night. The total number of homeless individuals enumerated in Santa
Monica was 915, an 8% reduction from the last census in 2007.

¢ |dentify emerging needs as a result of the current economic downturn and develop
coordinated, flexible and effective responses;

e Use data, including an updated HMIS and annual street counts, to set clear
benchmarks to evaluate progress and measure the effectiveness of approaches;

¢ Review City policy and practices that may contribute to homelessness.

The goals of the Citybés adopted plan ar

homel essness and the overall goals of t
has prompted changes in the Action Plan as the City seeks to refocus its resources on
priority populations. The City will continue to provide federal assistance for an emergency
homeless shelter, however, with an increasing proportion of shelter users representing
chronically mentally ill homeless individuals, the shelter capacity has been reduced from
110 to 70 beds, allowing for more intensive services. In addition, some individuals are
staying longer. These two factors have resulted in a reduction in the annual number of
persons served annually in the shelter.

Programs demonstrating best-practice approaches to rapidly rehousing the most
vulnerable of the chronically homeless populations will receive priority for future funding.
Federal funding will continue to be supplemented by other funds, including City and
County of Los Angeles general funds, to ensure the delivery of a well-coordinated system
of care as specified in the Five-year Strategic Plan.
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Specific Abest practiceodo approaches i mpl ement
partners include:

e A Service Registry created in 2008 and updated in 2009. The Service Registry
uses a fAvulnerability indexo to identify |
individuals to prioritize for services and housing. Currently 223 people have been
identified as vulnerable and 45 (20%) are now in permanent housing.

¢ A pilot Homeless Community Court that has improved coordination between law
enforcement, the criminal justice system and service providers. Funding for the
one-time pilot through Los Angeles County was not renewed. However, beginning
in FY 2009-10, the City will use CDBG funds to continue the program, which will be
expanded from once to twice per month. In the first two years of the Homeless
Community Court, 145 persons have participated in Court services; 43 (30%) have
entered residential substance abuse treatment; 32 (22%) have accessed mental
health services; and 14 individuals have been permanently housed.

e A Housing for Persons Who Are Homeless and Addicted to Alcohol Grant was
awarded to the City by HUD in FY 2006/07. The program was fully leased (30
units) by July 2009. Only two persons have not remained in their housing to date.

e Forty-six units of new, permanent supportive housing were created through the
new Step Up on Fifth project, 33 of these units are supported by Shelter Plus Care
vouchers and are for chronically homeless individuals.

e The City implemented a new HMIS in September 2009.

e The City is increasing community awareness and participation in addressing
homelessness through broad community education efforts including an e-
newsletter which goes out to over 1,800 residents every month.

In the FY 2006/07 budget process, the City of Santa Monica was granted authority to use

$1.2 million in City Redevelopment Agency funds for activitiesrelating t o t he Ci t yods
to address homelessness. In conjunction with local human service providers, staff has

continued two program components in FY 2008/09: 1) homeless prevention activities for

Santa Monica senior households at imminent risk of homelessness; and 2) housing

subsidies for homeless seniors and chronically homeless persons with an emphasis on

seniors.

Cost of Services
In FY 2008/09, the City budgeted over $2.9 million to fund homeless services. (This
includes CDBG funds).

OBSTACLES TO MEETING UNDER SERVED NEEDS

The national economy is entering its second year of the worst recession since World War
Il. The significant decline of the housing, financial and credit markets has impacted most
sectors of the economy, frozen world credit markets, and significantly decreased
consumer confidence. The June 2009 national unemployment rate of 9.5% was the
highest level in fifteen years and quickly increased to 9.7% by August 2009. The
California economy is plagued by many of the same issues confronting the national
economy. Unemploymentincreased to 11.9% in July. The housing crisis continues to be
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the biggest drain on the economy with median sale prices of homes decreasing
approximately 32% in 2008, and further decreases this year. To approve its budget and
close a deficit, the State took a number of revenue raising and expenditure cutting actions
which included a cut to payments to local communities. In Santa Monica, the local
economy has fallen prey to many of the same challenges faced at the national and state
levels. The unemployment rate for July 2009 increased to 10.3%, up significantly from
one year ago. FY 2009/10 City revenues are projected to be relatively flat with FY
2008/09 levels as the major tax sources, including sales, transient occupancy, utility
users, property, and business license taxes, are impacted by the recession, and in some
cases may take several years to recover. The recession and federal, state and county
funding cutbacks, including changes to the welfare system,havea |l | | mpact
ability to address the social service and housing needs in Santa Monica.

The City will continue to assess the increased demand for affordable housing,
employment, childcare and other supportive services. To avoid duplication of efforts and
improve the effectiveness of limited funding, the City will continue to work in collaboration
with surrounding jurisdictions, nonprofit organizations, and other community groups to
coordinate and monitor the delivery of social services. This entails working with groups
including, but not limited to, the Westside Shelter and Hunger Coalition, the Childcare
Task Force, the Domestic Violence Network, and others to identify and meet critical gaps
in services. Fund leveraging, resource development and coordination of services are
critical activities that will be undertaken to address significant budgetary and
programmatic constraints.

REDUCTION OF BARRIERS TO AFFORDABLE HOUSING

The City of Santa Monica continues to monitor, analyze and address market conditions
and governmental factors that may act as barriers to affordable housing.

Market factors that tend to restrict affordable housing production are: high land costs,
high construction costs and the availability of financing. To help mitigate the high cost of
land, the City has an active program to make below market financing available for
affordable housing projects.

Governmental restrictions can also constrain the production of affordable housing. The
City of Santa Monica continues to monitor, analyze and address, as necessary,
governmental regulations, land use controls and residential development standards that
affect the production and preservation of affordable housing. The City continues to make
modifications to its General Plan and Zoning Ordinance that facilitates the production of
affordable housing.

INSTITUTIONAL STRUCTURE AND INTERGOVERNMENTAL COOPERATION

Public agencies, for-profit and non-profit organizations all play a part in the provision of
affordable housing and community services.
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Social service delivery and housing production and rehabilitation in Santa Monica by non-

prof it agencies is coordinated through the (
Council reviews proposed projects and programs and funds those that meett he Ci t yos
goals. In addition, there is the Westside Shelter and Hunger Coalition (WSHC) with
representatives from agencies involved with emergency shelter, affordable housing, and

supportive services on the west side of Los Angeles. WSHC meets regularly to

coordinate efforts, including lobbying the county, state, and federal government. The City

also participates in the Job Developer Network to promote the active creation of jobs

targeting low-income youth and adults.

The City of Santa Monica has established a number of commissions staffed by interested
citizens to monitor the needs of specific groups and advise the City Council on the best
way to address these needs. They are the Housing Commission, Social Services
Commission, Disabilities Commission, Planning Commission, Recreation and Parks
Commission, Commission for the Senior Community, and Commission on the Status of
Women. The City Council also appoints citizen task forces to address special issues,
such as the 2000 Disability Task Force, which formulated recommendations for meeting
the needs of persons with disabilities in Santa Monica, including policy changes targeting
the lack of affordable, accessible housing, and the Task Force on Homelessness, which
reviewed available information on the causes of homelessness and the needs of the
homeless population of Santa Monica.

The City works closely with a network of other private and public entities that constitute a
comprehensive network of resources. These include key public and quasi-public
agencies, coalitions and groups, including the Federal Emergency Management Agency,
Los Angeles County Department of Health, Los Angeles County Department of Mental
Health, Los Angeles County Department of Public Social Services, Los Angeles County
Department of Child and Family Services, Los Angeles County Housing Authority, Office
of Alcohol and Substance Abuse, Los Angeles Homeless Services Authority, Santa
Monica-Malibu Unified School District, State Department of Housing and Community
Development, State Employment Development Department, United Way, and Westside
Council of Governments. The City also works closely with over 35 local non-profit
organizations to ensure the adequate provision of housing and community services in
Santa Monica.

PUBLIC HOUSING IMPROVEMENTS

The Los Angeles County Housing Authority (LACHA) owns and operates five public
housing developments in Santa Monica. These developments were built by Los Angeles
County prior to the City establishing its own Housing Authority. The City of Santa Monica
does not administer any public housing. The LACHA does have resident managers at
these developments and they implement a public housing modernization program to
improve the living environment of each development. The LACHA encourages the
participation of residents in the operation, management and modernization of the
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developments owned and operated by the LACHA.

REDUCTION OF LEAD-BASED PAINT HAZARDS

As part of the Residential Rehabilitation Program, since 1997 the City has implemented a
grant and matching grant program to provide testing and remediation repairs for low
income households, with priority given to Section 8 households with children six and
under. During FY 2008/09, the City continued the use of CDBG funds for lead-based -
paint abatement in conjunction with regular minor rehabilitation of qualified low-income
multi-family apartments.

The City continues to inspect and test units for lead-based paint that are referred from the

Citydés Housing Aut hor i ttafftoedUuedtefandrfullysexplaip the h e

benefits of the lead-based paint grant program to property owners have overcome some
of the reluctance by owners to participate in the program.

COMPLIANCE WITH PROGRAM AND
COMPREHENSIVE PLANNING REQUIREMENTS

The City currently uses various administrative mechanisms to track and monitor progress
of HUD funded projects and activities that are under its control and jurisdiction. The goal
is to ensure that Consolidated Plan-related programs and activities are carried out in a
timely manner in accordance with federal regulations and other statutory or regulatory
requirements. The primary monitoring goals of the City are to provide technical
assistance, identify deficiencies and promote corrections in order to improve, reinforce, or
augment the City's Consolidated Plan performance.

To ensure accomplishment of the goals and objectives, the City is involved with
administration and coordination of City-funded programs and related activities. City staff
in a number of departments and divisions, including the Housing Division, the Human
Services Division, the Engineering Division, and other key offices, are available to provide
technical assistance as needed to subrecipients.

All Requests for Proposals (RFP's) and contracts are reviewed carefully to ensure
compliance with HUD and local requirements for program delivery, financial management,
procurement, personnel matters, and other such requirements. Subrecipient contracts
require verification of eligibility and substantiation of all pertinent information and activities
and include language requiring periodic and annual monitoring of activities for financial
and programmatic compliance.

FAMILY SELF SUFFICIENCY PROGRAM

The Family Self-Sufficiency program promotes the development of local strategies to
coordinate the use of public and private resources that will enable Section 8 families to
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become independent of government assistance by obtaining and sustaining earned
income adequate for self-sufficiency. Under the program, the participant enters into a five
year contract undertaking to achieve a sustainable living wage and become free of
welfare and some other types of government assistance. During the term of the contract,
funds are placed by the Housing Authority in a savings/escrow account that is released to
the family upon successful completion of the contract. During the program year FY
2008/2009, 4 participants graduated from the program and received $41,221 in escrow
credit.

ANTI-POVERTY STRATEGY

The City continued to implement the anti-poverty strategy outlined in the Consolidated
Plan. This included continued prioritization of housing and homeless programs identified
in the FY 2005-10 Consolidated Plan as per HUD requirements as well as other programs
that address the following:

1) Pre-vocational and job readiness skills training including assessment and
assistance with applications, resumes, job-seeking skills and work performance
standards;

2) Job development and placement for temporary and permanent employment
opportunities with businesses, industry, and government;

3)  Apprenticeships and training linkages with skills center and other vocational
resources;

4)  Educational enrichment and parent supports to increase literacy rates and school
achievement, increase parent involvement and lower the school drop-out rate;

5)  Youth skill-building and development to design innovative and creative alternatives
to criminal involvement, youth violence, isolation, and loss of opportunities for
growth;

6) Legal services to include brief service and full representation in landlord/tenant
matters, public benefits assistance, immigration, discrimination, consumer affairs,
and other critical legal aid;

7)  Domestic violence intervention and prevention that offers counsel and advice,
immediate assistance in obtaining restraining, stay-away and other protective
orders, and critical support services to victims of domestic violence;

8) Independent living skills and assistance and peer counseling to ensure full self-
sufficiency and independence among elderly and disabled individuals;

9)  Child care subsidies and assistance to working parents; and
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10) Free health care and supportive service assistance to extremely low, very low, and
low-income Santa Monica residents including vital assistance to those with
HIV/AIDS.

LEVERAGING RESOURCES

The City of Santa Monica has access to a variety of federal, state and local resources to
achieve its housing and community development priorities. The City receives entitlement
grants from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) through
Home Investment Partnership Act (HOME)and Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG) programs, and administers a variety of HUD-assisted programs including Section
8 Certificate, Family Unification, Family Self-Sufficiency, Supportive Housing and Shelter
Plus Care programs. The City provides significant funding to housing and community
development activities through its own local resources, including redevelopment tax
increment funds, office and market rate housing mitigation fees, and condominium
conversion fees. In FY 2008/09 these local funds totaled approximately $44 million. In
addition, the City contributes over $5.9 million in General Funds to essential community
and human service programs and leveraged over $10 million in private funds, including
conventional bank loans and federal low-income housing tax credits.

In FY 2008/09, the City received renewal grants for two Shelter Plus Care programs. One
grant was for tenant based rental assistance in the amount of $1,907,412 and the other
one for project based rental assistance in the amount of $108,972. The City continues to
receive federal grant funds to help combat long-term homelessness among individuals
who are living on the streets and are addicted to alcohol.

The Homeless Community Court project brought $150,000 in funding from Los Angeles
County for supportive services and beds in FY 2008/09. In addition, because Los
Angeles views the creation of the Santa Monica Service Registry as a model program, the
County provided over $700,000 in County general funds to two Santa Monica non-profits
(Step Up on Second and Ocean Park Community Center) to support two assertive case
management teams to focus on housing Service Registry participants over the next two
years.

Program Income

During the development of the Program Year 2008 Action Plan, the City of Santa
Monica could not project the amount of CDBG Program Income that it would receive
during the year. However, the total actual amount received in the form of Multi-Family
Earthquake Repair Loan (MERL) loan payments was $1,239,307. The additional
funds were applied to new and existing projects in an Amended Action Plan in May
2009.

Loans and Other Receivables
The CDBG Program does not have any loans outstanding at this time.
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COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT (CDBG) PROGRAM

For the CDBG formula grant program, grant funds totaling $1,343,293 were available and
committed in FY 2008/09. CDBG-assisted activities must benefit low- and moderate-
income persons using one of the following categories: 1) area benefit, 2) limited clientele,
3) housing, or 4) job creation/retention. Area benefit is an activity that benefits all
residents in a particular area, where at least 51 percent of the residents are low- and
moderate-income persons. In the City of Santa Monica, three census tracts (7018.01,

7018. 02, and 7019) meet HUDOs | ow and moder at

Figure 1). According to the 2000 Census, over 38.5 percent of the population in these
census tracts and portions of census tracts 7014.00, 7015.02, and 7017.01 have incomes
at or below 80 percent of Median Family Income (MFI) for the Los Angeles-Long Beach
Metropolitan Statistical Area. These tracts are considered areas of low and moderate-
income concentration. A number of the projects funded with CDBG and HOME funds
which benefit low and moderate income persons have been located in the three primary
census tracts mentioned above. These tracts are in the area commonly known as the
Pico Neighborhood. Relative to other parts of the City, the Pico Neighborhood has the
highest concentration of ethnic/minority populations and low- and moderate-income

households (see Attachment | - Fi gur e 2) . Much of and e

overcrowded housing is also concentrated in this area.

In FY 2008/09, the City pursued all resources as indicated in the Action Plan and
provided requested certifications of consistency for HUD programs to non-profit Santa
Monica agencies to support their applications. The City complied with the certifications as
indicated in the annual Action Plan.

HOME INVESTMENT PARTNERSHIP ACT (HOME) PROGRAM

In FY 2008/09, $728,188 in HOME funds was received from HUD. $72,818 or 10 percent
was utilized for HOME administration costs. Approximately $465,276 in HOME funds was
disbursed to the TBRA program.

During this federal fiscal year, the City expended $1,093,636 of HOME funds that
required the 25 percent matching funds.
City has historically exceeded its 25 percent matching funds requirement by matching its
HOME expenditures with Redevelopment funds, other housing trust funds and
conventional bank loans. To date, the City has accumulated an excess HOME matching
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requirement of $792,598.

CITIZEN COMMENTS

This report was available for a 15-day community review period. All interested persons
were invited to submit written comments during this community review period. One public
comment was received and is attached to this report. The City is in the process of
completing a response to the public comment and will forward its response to HUD as
soon as possible.

SELF-EVALUATION

The activities and strategies as indicated in the five-year Consolidated Plan and one-year
Action Plan are making an impact on identified needs as indicated in this Consolidated
Annual Performance and Evaluation Report. Many of the objectives identified in the
Consolidated Plan are on track to be attained.

During the 2008 Program Year, the City of Santa Monica successfully expended the

required amount of CDBG entitlement funds to exceed its Timeliness Performance

Standard of 1.5 times its annual entitlement. City staff continues to track progress on
CDBG-funded projects and ensure that drawdown of funds occurs as planned. Staff
continues to evaluate the Cityds needs to ens
needed most.

The Santa Monica City Council has identified homelessness in Santa Monica as one of
three special focus community priority areas during the 2008/09 fiscal year. Recognizing
that the City has a disproportionate share of homeless individuals, the Council pledged its
commitment to addressing the impacts of homelessness in the community through
proactive regional initiatives and local programs that address the root causes of
homelessness. Staff continues to work on this priority at the regional and local level. As
detailed earlier in the report, in FY 2008/09 the City updated the Service Registry and
fAction Plan to End Homel essnesso, initiative
goal to end homelessness. The recent implementation of the homeless management
information system (HMIS) in September 2009 will provide better data to HUD and to the
Citybés Continuum of Care.

The City did not use CDBG funds for economic development activities during this
program year. The City has other funding sources to address economic development
needs. The City has sought to create jobs through the establishment of development
agreements executed prior to major commercial developments that give local preference
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for hiring Santa Monica residents. Additionally, the fifth annual Job Fair for youth was
made possible through partnerships between the City, non-profit organizations and local
businesses for youth. The City offered job-readiness workshops at various locations
throughout the City, presented a series of youth employment-related recommendations to
City Council, continued programs offering in grades 7-12. In addition, the City has
granted funds to Jewish Vocational Services to provide employment training and
placement services to Santa Monica youth.

The City undertook activities that benefited Limited Clientele who are generally presumed
to be principally low and moderate income. The City did not hinder plan implementation
by action or willful inaction.

Federal, state and county funding cutbacks have impacted the ability to address the
social service and housing needs in Santa Monica. Additionally, federal changes to the
welfare system have had great impacts on the availability of resources to low-income
people. The City will continue to assess the impacts of the future need for increased
affordable housing, employment, childcare and other supportive services.
