A 21ST CENTURY SOLUTION
TO GOVERNMENT PROCUREMENT

Last year, the Center for Digital Government declared
Santa Monica to be the most digital savvy and cutting
edge mid-sized city in America, using cutting-edge
technology to encourage participation and good
governance. One of the factors in winning this award

was our modern on-line procurement system.

As with most government agencies, the city uses a
competitive bid process to award contracts and
purchase orders. The city has used the Internet to
distribute most requests for quotations and proposals,
deliver specifications, and to receive bids since 1989,
before there was even a city web site. Today’s system
allows vendors to register online, receive automated
service and commodilty solicitations via email, and to
submit bids electronically.

Vendors are also able to track the status of their bids
on-line and receive bid documents on-line, which has
proved especially important in public works projects
where prospective vendors were once required to
purchase large and expensive specification packages
prior to preparing and submitting their bids. Now
they are able to obtain most bid packages at no cost
on-line. This makes it easier for more vendors to bid,

increases competition, and lowers costs for the city.

Meeting the Needs of Older Adults Today and Beyond

ver the next ten years, individuals aged 60 and older will comprise the largest age group of Santa Monica
residents. Just in time for Older Americans Month, the new Evaluation of Services for Older Adults
assesses the needs of current seniors while preparing for the future. Based on the input of hundreds of
local seniors and service groups, the report includes recommendations for improved services and recre-
ation opportunities, and provides direction for future program innovation. Steps are already underway
to update current programs at the Senior Recreation Center and increase accessibility of services.

WISE & Healthy Aging Long-Term Care Ombudsman Program Receives Grant

The Archstone Foundation has awarded a three-year $270,000 grant to the Long-Term Care Ombudsman
Program of WISE & Healthy Aging to look after the well-being of residents in unlicensed facilities
and provide education for organizations that may be placing residents in unsafe environments.

All of WISE & Healthy Aging Ombudsman staff and volunteers are certified by the California Department
of Aging and have completed a state-mandated training program and field internship. They conduct
regular, unannounced facility visits to see residents, advocate on residents’ behalf with facility staff
and administrators, and identify and resolve issues and complaints.
